Pathways- We will not have spelling words due to the short week.  This week we will review our screech guides.  Our focus this week is going to be on the “wishy-washy” ed.  “Wishy-Washy” ed can’t make up his mind if he wants to say /t/, /d/ or /ed/.   


Learning Target- I can use conventional spelling patterns for words with common spellings.


Math- We will continue our unit on graphs.  Students will collect data to create a graph and then answer questions using the graph’s data.   


Learning Target- I can represent and interpret data. 


Shared Reading- We will continue our unit on text features.  This week we are going to focus on  the text feature’s purpose   We will make an anchor chart that shows a picture of the text feature, the name of the text feature, and the purpose of the text feature.  Students will participate in different activities to practice identity the purpose of table of contents, heading, and table /chart.  


Learning Target- I can I can identify the purpose of text features in an informational text.


Writing- Students will use the information they researched last week to write their “Animal All About Book”.  Students will be encouraged to use different text features in their own nonfiction book. 


Learning Target- I can write an informative piece.


Science- We will discuss the parts of plants and what plants need to survive.  Our activities will include making a flipbook that labels the plant parts and why the plant needs that part to survive.  


Learning Target- I can explain how plants use their external part to help them survive, grow, and meet their needs.  I can make observations that young plants’ traits are similar to their parents.
